REPORT OF THE SUBCOMMITTEE 
ON PLAYER MOVEMENT &

BANTAM STRUCTURAL CHANGES

THIS COMMITTEE IS MADE UP OF DON WALLACE, JIM HALL, JIM LECAPPELAIN, BRUCE LECAPPELAIN, JAMIE WASHBORN, TODD KING, AND JOHN D”AGOSTINO.

WE MET WITH ALL OF THE AA COACHES AND HAVE DISCUSSED THESE ISSUES AT LENGTH. THE COMMITTEE RECOMMENDS THE FOLLOWING;

1) THE MINOR AA TEAMS BE CONTINUED AT BANTAM AND PEEWEE AS THERE APPEARS TO BE ENOUGH PLAYERS TO STOCK THE TEAMS AT THESE LEVELS. 

2) THE FOLLOWING CHANGES BE MADE TO THE POLICY OF PLAYERS MOVING UP A LEVEL THROUGHOUT THE ORGANIZATION;

a. THE EXECUTIVE SHALL APPOINT A COMMITTEE (PLAYER MOVEMENT COMMITTEE) EACH YEAR TO MANAGE THE PLAYER MOVEMENT PROCESS WITHIN WF HOCKEY AS SET OUT BELOW. THE COMMITTEE SHALL BE MADE UP OF THE HEAD COACH, THE HEAD CONVENOR, AND THE CONVENOR AND COACHES OF THE LEVEL BEING DISCUSSED, ALONG WITH SUCH OTHERS AS THE EXECUTIVE MAY DEEM APPROPRIATE.

b. WF POLICY IS THAT NO PLAYER MOVEMENT WILL BE ALLOWED SUBJECT TO THE FOLLOWING EXCEPTIONS;
c. ALL WF PLAYERS MUST TRY OUT AT THEIR OWN LEVELS.

d. NOHA AND WF POLICY IS THAT THE MAJOR TEAM MUST BE THE PRIORITY AND MINOR PLAYERS CAN BE MADE AVAILABLE TO THE MAJOR TEAM IF FOUND NECESSARY BY THE COMMITTEE.

e. IF AND ONLY IF THE PLAYER MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE DETERMINES THAT THERE IS A SHORTAGE OF  PLAYERS AVAILABLE AT A MAJOR LEVEL WITH THE NECESSARY ABILITY AND/OR SIZE TO PLAY AT THAT LEVEL , THE COMMITTEE MAY, WITH THE CONSENT OF THE PARENTS INVOLVED, INVITE CERTAIN MINOR PLAYERS TO TRY OUT FOR THE MAJOR TEAM. THE COMMITTEE SHALL DETERMINE WHICH PLAYERS AND HOW MANY WILL BE INVITED TO TRY OUT FOR THE MAJOR TEAM IN THIS SITUATION.
f. THERE SHALL ALSO BE AN EXCEPTION FOR INDIVIDUAL PLAYERS WHO ARE CONSIDERED BY THE COMMITTEE TO BE SO SIGNIFICANTLY IN ADVANCE OF HIS OR HER AGE GROUP THAT THE COMPETITIVE BALANCE OF THAT LEVEL WILL BE DISRUPTED. THE COMMITTEE WILL MAKE THIS DETERMINATION AND, IN APPROPRIATE CASES, AND WITH THE CONSENT OF THE PARENTS OF THAT PLAYER,   MAY INVITE THE PLAYER TO MOVE UP TO THE NEXT AGE GROUP OR ANOTHER APPROPRIATE AGE GROUP FOR HIS SKILL DEVELOPMENT AND SIZE.  TRYOUTS MAY BE ARRANGED WITH A HIGHER TEAM PRIOR TO SUCH A DECISION BEING MADE BY THE PLAYER MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE. 
g. THE CONVENOR AT THAT LEVEL WILL MAKE ARRANGEMENTS FOR PLAYERS TO TRY OUT AS APPROVED BY THE COMMITTEE. 

h. THE COMMITTEE IN CONSULTATION WITH BOTH COACHES INVOLVED SHALL DECIDE WHICH PLAYERS MAY MOVE UP. 

i. THERE SHALL BE NO MOVEMENT BETWEEN BANDS OR LEVELS SO THAT PLAYERS MAY NOT MOVE FROM A MAJOR TEAM TO A MINOR TEAM ABOVE EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN SUB-PARAGRAPH 2 f. ABOVE.
j. DECISIONS MADE BY THE PLAYER MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE SHALL REQUIRE A TWO THIRDS MAJORITY OF THE MEMBERS TO BE IN FAVOUR OF MOVING PLAYERS UP.

THIS IS A MAJOR CHANGE TO OUR PRESENT POLICY AND NEEDS TO BE CONSIDERED CAREFULLY BY THE BOARD.
