WFMHA SPRING EVALUATION CAMP GUIDELINES

1) COACHES OF THE TEAMS TAKING PART IN THE SPRING EVALUATIONS ARE NOVICE AA, ATOM MAJOR AND MINOR  AA, AND PEEWEE MAJOR AND MINOR AA, AND BANTAM  AAA.
2) THE STAFF OF EACH TEAM WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR CONFIRMING THAT EACH PLAYER IS REGISTERED WITH WEST FERRIS, AND HAS ANY NECESSARY PERMISSION TO SKATE, OR RELEASE FROM OUTSIDE ASSOCIATIONS BEFORE THEY ARE ALLOWED ON THE ICE. THIS MUST BE DONE BEFORE THE FIRST ICE SESSION ON APRIL 30TH.
3) WEST FERRIS WILL PROVIDE A LIST OF THE AGE APPROPRIATE REGISTERED PLAYERS PRIOR TO THE EVALUATIONS. THE STAFF WILL ALSO MAKE A LIST OF PLAYERS TRYING OUT AND MAKE IT AVAILABLE TO THE CONVENOR AND PROVIDE COPIES OF ANY DOCUMENTS PROVIDED.
4) THE STAFF ARE TO BE RESPONSIBLE FOR RUNNING THE EVALUATION SESSIONS AND SUPERVISION OF THE PLAYERS ON AND OFF THE ICE.
5) NO COMMITMENTS WILL BE MADE TO ANY PLAYERS AS A RESULT OF THESE EVALUATIONS. NOHA RULES PROHIBIT ANY COMMITMENTS BEING MADE. NO PLAYERS CAN BE SIGNED OR PROMISED ANYTHING. THIS IS STRICTLY AN EVALUATION.
6) ALL PLAYERS MUST BE TREATED EQUALLY AT THE EVALUATIONS AND NO PLAYERS ARE TO BE SINGLED OUT BY WAY OF SWEATERS OR ANY OTHER METHOD.
7) THESE EVALUATIONS ARE OPEN TO ALL PLAYERS IN THAT AGE CATEGORY.  NO PLAYERS ARE TO SKATE WITH AN OLDER OR YOUNGER GROUP.
8) THE CONVENORS WILL BE AVAILABLE FOR ASSISTANCE AND ADVICE.
9) ALL NOVICE PLAYERS WILL BE ABLE TO ATTEND THE NOVICE AA EVALUATIONS AS WE DO NOT HAVE A MINOR NOVICE AA TEAM.  THIS IS THE ONLY LEVEL WHERE PLAYERS CAN ATTEND EVALUATIONS FOR A HIGHER TEAM.
